1. ACC Requirements:
a. Ten-Year Snapshot Analysis:

The initial run of the N-0, N-1 and N-1-1 power flow runs have been 

run. The results were presented.  The results will be sorted by zone and 

screened at 115kV and above and then sent out to the members for 

 
review.

b. RMR Studies:


The RMR Studies for APS/SRP are underway.  Nomo-grams are near 
completion and will be sent to SRP for review and comment. Cost 
production modeling and analysis will begin within the next two weeks. 
APS sees no problems in completing the work prior to the January 31st 
deadline. TEP has started their RMR analysis and also sees no problems in 
completing the work.

c. Common Corridor and Extreme Contingencies.  

It was agreed upon by the member present and the ACC representative that the same criteria used for the identifying which Common Corridors to study for the last filing will be used again. That is we are only going to study the Common Corridors which pass through forest areas.  This work is scheduled to be completed in the early March 2008 time frame.
2. 2008 Study Plans:

The group decided that it would like to revive the Old CATS-EHV Study and benchmark what injection levels the planned 2018 EHV system can accommodate using same injection points into the system that Mega projects (TRANS WEST EXPRESS, HIGH PLAINS EXPRESS, SUN_ZIA, Et Al) have identified and include additional injections at the Palo Verde Hub.  The study would also determine transmission requirement to absorb the injection level identified by the Mega Projects and transmission requirements to move the injections through Arizona to markets outside of Arizona. 

3. New Chairman beginning in January 2008:
Jason Spitzkoff has volunteered or as he put it was volunteered to Chair the CATS-EHV group beginning January 08. It was also discussed that this Chairmanship should be rotated on a two year cycle or at least brought up for consideration for rotation every two years. Final decision on the new Chairman is awaiting final approval.
