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For the past two years the CATS-EHV sub-regional planning group has concentrated its study efforts in fulfilling the Arizona Corporation Commission (ACC) Biennial Transmission Assessment (BTA) requirement. These requirement studies and results are included in each individual Utilities Ten Year filings to the ACC. 

The BTA requirement study work requires the Commission regulated electric utilities to conduct an adequacy analysis of the Tenth year of the Ten year plans. This is a collaborative and joint effort to study the individual utilities ten years plan in a regional environment. Three joint power-flow case, representing 2008, 2011 and the tenth year (2016) of the Ten Year Plans were developed and coordinated through CATS-EHV group. The following is a list of studies conducted to access the adequacy of the Ten year plans.

1. Tenth Year Snap Shot Study (2016)

a. N-0 Analysis

b. N-1 Analysis

c. N-1-1 Analysis

2. Reliability Must Run Study (RMR)

3. Common Corridor and Extreme Contingencies Studies.

The scheduled completion date for items 1 and 2 are planned for mid January 2008 for inclusion into the January 31st 2008 fillings to the ACC. Item 3 (Common Corridor and Extreme Contingencies) Studies are
Schedule to be completed during the first quarter of 2008.
