Scope of Work 

Proposed objectives of the group:

1. Coordinate development of plans with other regional and subregional planning groups

a. Use Hassayampa as a model?

b. Use Pacific Northwest as a model?

2. Compile library of interconnection procedures (requirements of various owners and communication among them) of the various projects

3. Coordinate study efforts to arrive at consistent assumptions in development of study work

4. Identify what the current system can accommodate (maximum injection and maximum export) 
a. Study and identify physical constraints for corridors and possible future stations locations (Hassayampa model).

b. Study how the four existing stations can be configured to accommodate the largest amount of import (physical organization of the system to “optimize” capacities?)

5. Study group will address technical issues, contractual issues to be between proponent and managing owner

Issues to keep in mind:

1. Resources behind the projects aren’t identified

2. Resources requesting interconnection into valley aren’t identified

3. Disparate ownership and operations responsibility for the existing facilities (not as contiguous as the Hassayampa project)
4. Sunrise corridor has limited availability

5. Boulder City has responsibility for the lands

Outcomes:

1. Need to continue discussion to refine the objectives of the group. (Conference call on 6/14/10  1pm AZ time)
2. Name. Options: Eldorado Valley Study Group, Eldorado Valley Transmission Expansion Group,  EVAS (I didn’t record what the “A” and the “S” represent and it’s been a week and a half).
