There was a proposal from the PMC to the Steering Committee to amend section 4.4 of the PMC Objectives and Procedures so to state that the PMC has voting authority to approve the Annual Reports, vs. recommending to the Steering Committee for approval.  The Steering Committee held a phone vote on January 9, 2009 and approved this proposed change.
Jerry presented several ideas on how to better structure the various meetings held throughout the year.  The .pdf files referred to below were e-mailed out as links by WestConnect on January 12, 2009.
The 10 year Planning Report (Final_2008_Plan_complete.pdf) was presented by Chris, Gary, Joe, Tom and Chuck.  A motion was made to approve the 10 yr Report with the condition that FINAL comments are due to KR Saline by COB January 21, 2009 – please use the COMMENT link provided by Chris.  A role call vote was taken and the motion was passed unanimously.
Gary presented the Adequacy Study Report (FINAL-WestConnect-Adequacy-Report-Complete.pdf) and a similar motion was made to approve with final comments due to KR Saline by next Wednesday.  This also passed unanimously.

Next the SPG Chairs presented their 2009 Work Plans.  There was no vote taken on this segment as the plans are still in a state of flux.  A recommendation was made to have TEPPC complete the Study request made by WestConnect in early 2008, which has not been completed to-date.  Another idea is to have at least three months in between the Annual Stakeholder meeting (mid-November) and the Annual Meeting (move to early February?) because we have seen the difficulty in getting the Reports all penned and reviewed in and around the Holidays.
The final segment of the agenda was presentation of the 2008 Transmission Planning Report (FINAL_WestConnect_Planning_Report_Complete.pdf).   A motion was made to approve with the same stipulation that folks would have one additional week to comment.  This passed unanimously also.
