Between April and August – stitching; reliability study may not get done based on SCG had included this in the proposal; but looks like will not be able to – need to discuss with WECC and decide that if this can even be done for this first cycle.  Appears NTTG has too much transmission included in the base plan.  Rich Bayless is tasked to take this issue back to NTTG. 6. SWAT MOD-029 Effort

Action item Rob got from the Steering Committee – SWAT submitted comments to FERC during Standards development process – 3 different ways to do TTC/ATC – flowbased; area interchange; rated path is MOD-029.  Grandfathering (existing rating) comment was accepted be FERC.  Because the interconnected/jointly owned systems in the SWAT – question whether should do a joint study vs. individually.  They have decided to do a joint study through CATS area participants.  Now – asking across the WestConnect footprint – should there be a joint study effort to manage MOD-029 study work effort.  The Standard target to be active is April 2011 – during 2011 – you’ll have to show compliance with MOD-029.  Parallel flows; nomograms arean’t included.  The PMC decided to have this issue handled by the sub-regional groups – CCPG, SWAT and SSPG.  Keep as a standing agenda item – perhaps coordinate the documentation we need.  Rob has been asked to give an overview to the Steering Committee on April 20.  WAPA-SNR has developed a methodology – Phil Sanchez – mix of flows and committed uses from Contracts.
