2. Update on WECC Proposal to DOE FOA on Regional Planning
Rob Kondziolka
Not too much to add.  WECC has not had any correspondence from DOE.  They were expecting to hear back in September; now expect contact in October for a final agreement to be executed in November.  Our focus is on the Subregional Coordination Group with the other SPGs.  There have been assignments – Jeff Miller is Chairing the SCG; Rob and Bob have agreed to work on the Charter – will be sent out by late October to the SCG for discussion at the November SCG meeting in Phoenix.  Want to have a working Charter at least for the WECC Board to have at their November Board meeting.  This can be adjusted to first quarter 2010.    
3. Recap on all FERC Tech Conferences
All
Easton will send out to the PMC after this call.  This is important enough to have the PMC and Steering Committee work together on a response.  This will be discussed at the TEPPC call on Tuesday also – have them deal with questions regarding interconnection-wide and FOA responses; have PMC focus on some of the coordination questions.  The Atlanta conference had more discussion on cost-allocation – believed more in the socialization – not the REAs necessarily.  Easton will send the notes received from other conferences.  PMC will discuss with the Steering Committee and see if there is a need to have WestConnect file something jointly – and have TEPPC respond to questions specific to their process; and individual TO’s questions.  Rob will also lay out a proposed timeline to meet the November 9th filing deadline.  Then individual companies can decide how they will file.  (phone line went bad – there was an incoming ringing and seems that someone put us on hold – please avoid putting on-hold in future – mute it only.
4. 2010 PMC Budget Approval

Craig – only question is that any value came from that meeting.  Value is to show coordination and transparency.  Didn’t have a lot of other stakeholder input and questions.  That is why we combined it into the Joint Meeting.  Others are looking at what is posted and have the opportunity to question and have the information explained.  Alex thinks it is obsolete.  Charlie – Order 890 said that only way to get OASIS numbers together was to have an independent party do it – this is the forum to accomplish this in order to shield from RTO having it done.  So what we’ll need is a Motion to approve whichever budget item you want to move forward.  The cost will be the same to collect the ATC data either way.  Motion to vote including both the Joint meeting note taking and the ATC workshop costs – Jim Rein; second from Mark Graham.  Total monthly bill will be $31,396.17.  Rob – clarification issue on contingency will have a change order with not-to-exceed price and PMC will need to vote on as it is a budget item.  Easton will send out this in e-mail as the new conference line is “used-up” and we will need an e-mail vote on this budget item.
