APPROVAL OF AUGUST MEETING MINUTES

The meeting minutes from the August 5, 2008 meeting in Albuquerque were approved.
CHOOSE NEW SWAT SCWG CHAIRMAN
David Wheeler asked for a volunteer to be the next SWAT SCWG Chairman beginning with the first meeting in January 2009.  Mike Agudo suggested having a rotating Chairman where each utility will have to Chair the work group for one calendar year.  David Wheeler agreed with the suggestion and stated that since WAPA and SRP have already chaired the group, someone from one of the other utilities should become the next Chairman.
At the SWAT meeting in Denver in August, it was decided to include the Southern California (SDGE, LADWP, and SCE) utilities’ short circuit representations in the current ASPEN Database.  Due to this decision, David Wheeler suggested that one of the utilities interconnected to the California utilities should volunteer to be Chairman so that he can coordinate the merging of the California utilities’ data into the current database.  He suggested having Co-Chairmen between IID and NV Energy.

Steve Conrad suggested that since the California utilities are not part of SWAT, western utilities connected to them should get together to discuss who will get equivalent representations of the California utilities’ interconnection points.  He also added that the next Chairman should come from a utility with interconnection points with the California utilities.

IID stated that they can coordinate with SDGE and SCE to get their equivalent data.

Mike Agudo suggested an order for serving as the SWAT SCWG Chairman by utility.  The suggested order for serving as the Chairman is as follows:
