APPROVAL OF APRIL MEETING MINUTES

The meeting minutes for the April 23, 2009 in Phoenix, AZ were approved.
ONGOING ITEMS
A large number of zero bus numbers exist in the master base case.  Members need to update their bus numbers to get rid of buses with bus numbers of zero.  Kevin will be re-sending an excel file that shows what buses have bus number zero broken down by entity.  Each member is responsible for creating bus numbers and updating the excel file.  All members agreed to use the WECC numbers if available otherwise members will create a number based on their WECC series.  Kevin will then update the master base case to reflect all new bus numbers submitted by each member.
Amos Ang is still working on the Aspen to Cape Conversion. He has been trying to combine three cases for the California region (LADWP, SCE, and SDGE).  Amos mentioned that the newer version of Aspen has limited conversion capability.  The new version requires users to go from Aspen to PTI/PSSE to Cape and this has been causing some issues.  
Amos presented some quick benchmarking results between the conversions.  There are more than 100 busses (69kV and above) that have higher than normal short circuit duty and the differences are huge (roughly 17%).  On the 230kV system, the differences are roughly between (2%-7%).  He will continue to work on the conversion issues by fine tuning the settings.
Amos suggests that everyone checks their base cases for floating busses in your area.  Check to make sure what needs to be off is off and what needs to be on is on.  Standby units should be online.  In addition, the Mohave units are officially off and out-of-service.

NEW ITEMS
In the future, the SCWG would like to continue the merging of all California utilities into the Master SCWG ASPEN model.  We discussed possibly pursuing a 3 day event to incorporate the California system.  We estimate a tentative completion date of Early 2010.
Tim Wu from LADWP has joined the SWAT SCWG and looks forward to incorporating LADWP’s system into the Master SCWG ASPEN model.
Kevin Salisbury discussed that IID is scheduled to hold chairmanship of the SWAT SCWG in 2010.  He will discuss chairmanship transitioning with David Barajas from IID.  David’s contact information is 760-482-3450.
ACTION ITEMS
A/I: Kevin S. to resend the excel spreadsheet list of all bus numbers with bus number zero to all members after this meeting.  
A/I: Each member is responsible for creating bus numbers and updating the excel file by the next meeting in November. All group members are to eliminate all zero bus numbers by replacing them with either WECC numbers, or numbers within their allocated series.
A/I: Kevin S. will update the master base case to reflect all new bus numbers submitted by each member.

A/I: Amos Ang to provide Aspen to Cape conversion progress at the next meeting.
A/I: Any changes to each member’s case needs to be made and the change files with system updates need to be sent to Kevin S. before the next meeting in November so that we can have an updated Master base case for the upcoming year.
A/I: All members are to check for floating busses and offline vs. online for their specific areas.
A/I: Kevin S. to investigate WAPA vs. LADWP data in Master base case.
A/I: Kevin S. to contact David Wheeler for ASPEN/PTI Conversion issues.

A/I: Kevin S. will send Amos the additions/changes of what the new version of Aspen has now.

A/I: Travis A. will determine what date is available for WAPA to hold the next SCWG meeting in Phoenix, AZ.
