APPROVAL OF AUGUST MEETING MINUTES

The meeting minutes for August were approved.
SEPTEMBER ACTION ITEMS
Robert Sanders is still working on talking to SCE to have them include their Planning Department. in the SWAT SCWG.  He will talk to them and have some information before the next SCWG meeting.

Members need to send in the zone numbers they want to use for Mutuals, Seams, and Equivalent zones.  Currently, APS, SWTC, SRP, WAPA, and EPE have theirs in.

Members need to continue working on updating their area and zone numbers in preparation for case combination.  Also, members need to work on making their One-liner maps geographical.  WAPA reported that they are still working on it.     
Ron Oñate is still working on Electrocon issues.  Dave Wheeler will meet with Ron before the next meeting to try and resolve some of these issues. 

Dave Wheeler will talk to Ken Peck about TEP manually changing the bus numbers in their case that have problems.  Over 400 buses having zero bus numbers.

After the last meeting, Mike Agudo met with Kevin Salsbury to merge WAPA’s and NPC’s cases.  He said that they have a file that has both cases in it, but that they are still separate from each other.  They will continue working on merging their two systems into one file.
Members need to send their most up-to-date ASPEN cases to Dave Wheeler before the next meeting.

Dave Wheeler is still working on trying to move the current website from OASIS to the SWAT website.
NEW ITEMS
No new items.
GEOGRAPHICAL REPRESENTATION DEMONSTRATION
Dave Wheeler used EPE’s .DXT file to give a quick demonstration on how to create a geographical One-liner map.
COMBINATION PROCEDURE
Lane Cope suggested that each member keep true fault records of their system when they occur.  These records can then be used to verify the accuracy of the combined ASPEN cases by simulating the same faults and comparing them against the actual fault currents.

Lane also suggested that WAPA take NPC’s case and merge it with WAPA’s case and that NPC take WAPA’s case and merge it with NPC’s case.  They can then use the compare case feature in ASPEN to verify that the case combination procedure is being done correctly.    

BREAKOUT SESSION
Without all SCWG members present, we worked on merging the WAPA and the NPC cases.  

Dave worked with Ibra, Mike, and Lane in showing them how to connect the seams buses from NPC’s system into the WAPA system.  They were successful in merging the Mead 500 kV bus from NPC’s case into the WAPA case.  
ACTION ITEMS
A/I: Members continue working on preparing their cases for case combination.   This includes updating the areas and zones for your respective system and making your One-liner maps geographical. 
A/I: Dave Wheeler to re-clarify the definitions for Mutual, Seams, and Equivalent buses. 

A/I: David Gutierrez will contact Steve Conrad about attending the next meeting in October.
A/I: WestConnect Map Work Proposal – SCWG needs to get a more detailed estimate of the man-hours required to perform the map work.  Dave asked if anyone knew of any companies that could do the map work so we could talk to them about getting an estimate.  No one had any suggestions.  Dave will talk with Rob Konziolka about getting a list of vendors who may be able to help with this.
