Extended thru October 30, 2009

The Joint Initiative’s Dynamic Scheduling System (DSS) Strike Team is pleased to announce that 16 parties have executed the DSS participant and vendor contracts with three additional parties committed to sign.    These parties represent a broad geographic footprint including the Pacific Northwest, the Rockies, the Desert Southwest and Canada.  

Today, the DSS participants agreed to extend the date to October 30th, 2009 for interested parties to join as “Initial Participants”.   After October 30th, there will be a moratorium on joining the DSS until the DSS Operations Committee has determined that the DSS is both operational and compliant with all applicable DSS Implementation Protocols.  It is anticipated that this will occur in the summer of 2010.  

Development costs are expected to be less than $25,000 per participant and maintenance costs for 6 months are estimated at less than $5,000 per participant.
