Scope of Work Group

1. Identify LGIP/LGIA sections that need to be changed

2. Draft identical/consistent language for those sections

3. Jurisdictional utilities to incorporate those section into their individual LGIP’s and coordinate filing at FERC

4. Identify what Non-jurisdictional utilities can do to support filing 

Goals/Guidelines to Work Under

CAISO Goals statement read:

1. Clear the backlog

2. Balance generation developer flexibility with increased generation developer commitments

3. Provide interconnection customer with significant certainty regarding Network Upgrade costs

4. Increase certainty regarding timing of interconnection study outcomes

5. Reduce or eliminate need for restudies

6. Better integrate generation interconnection process with CAISO Transmission Planning process

7. Allow integration of state efforts to identify transmission needs for energy resource areas

WestConnect Work Group Goals

1. Integrate planning and interconnection request study processes (within utilities and regional)

2. Create more certainty for Transmission Provider and Interconnection customer (study timeframes, interconnection costs)

3. Speed up, simplify and standardize the process.

4. Evaluate queues (determine which interconnectors are most likely to proceed and identify customers that submit multiple interconnection requests)

5. Expedite process for interconnection customers that are ready to move forward (those with PPA, site control, financing) 

6. Reduce Re-studies

7. Better alignment of interconnection requests and transmission service request studies. 

Open Stakeholder Process

News has already been spreading about the formation of this WG.  Need to make sure interested parties are aware of process and know they are welcome to the process.

Consensus is that the WestConnect culture is for open meetings.

For meeting notices, thought is that Linda will send out meeting notice to all that have expressed interest in participating in the work group and those parties will forward to their contact lists (without violating confidentiality requirements).  Could also forward to SWAT list which includes a lot of generators.

The identified areas for LGIP/LGIA reform will be discussed individually to determine the scope of the reform.  Additional areas may be identified as we get further in the process.

Drafting and Research Teams

We will ask for volunteers to draft and research predetermined agenda items to facilitate discussion.  Drafting teams may be utilized down the road when we come to an agreement on changes.  Lisa Szot to send out matrix for volunteers.
